Draft One: SOLUTIONS
due Monday, April 27 at 9PM
Post: Brief outline of the paper OR a paragraph explaining project’s goals; and
Technical Reports/Feasibility Studies: Primary Audience Description (1 paragraph); Recommendations/ Solutions section (4 pages)
Manuals: Tertiary Audience Description (1 paragraph); First 4 pages of the actual manual
First Draft Responses: due Tuesday, 8PM
Post detailed responses in paragraph form to 2 classmates’ drafts. (Confirm that you’ve posted your response to your classmates’ drafts; writers, make sure to follow up with any classmates who don’t respond on time, cc:ing Michelle.) You are not required to turn in track changes or comments on the drafts themselves (although you are welcome to); what you are focusing on is the careful consideration of your classmates’ audiences and how well they are writing to them, as well as how successfully your classmates have presented the information their audiences will be most interested in: the solutions aspect of the project. Use the questions below to guide your responses.  

While there are no specific length guidelines for your feedback, thoughtful responses will offer at least a paragraph worth of feedback on each of the required aspects of the draft. In order to receive credit, drafts must be in a DOC or DOCX file.
Questions to Shape Your Response:

· AUDIENCE Does the paper effectively address the audience?  Why or why not?  Provide significant details relating the traits of the audience with the specifics in the paper itself.  Make sure to offer suggestions regarding the paper’s audience accommodation.  
· EVIDENCE Briefly discuss the research used in this paper – are the sources effectively used and referenced?  Where could research help improve the text? Discuss the evidence from both primary and secondary sources, and provide suggestions.
· OVERALL COHESION Talk briefly about the organizational strategies the author uses – is the paper clearly and concisely crafted?  Is information presented in a logical way?  Is the grammar correct?
· REPORTS: SOLUTIONS Are there clearly defined solutions in this paper? Are they supported with research?  What is well described? What needs more information?  

· MANUALS Is the manual clearly and effectively written and organized?  Is it appropriate for the identified audience?  Is the writing original: i.e., does it reflect your classmate’s analysis and own text, rather than just representing a compilation of researched material?  Please give advice to your classmate and discuss these elements in detail.
