Help with In-Text Citations

Naming the author in the signal phrase, multi-page source:

As Loeliger describes it, the collaboration at Google on this project is currently unorganized (42).
Naming the author in the signal phrase, one-page source:

According to Kieran, the Miami mural depicts architects at work on a different type of green project.
Author not named in text – use parenthesis (one-page source):

As one author writes, “web cams…are nothing new” (Mieszkowski). 

Author not named in text – use parenthesis (multi-page source):

Examples of misused quotation marks are rampant (Keeley 99).

Two or more authors:

Branigin and Stein outline President Obama’s new policy decision in the Washington Post. 

Unknown author:

According to Diamondback editors, the University needs to add more diversity courses (“CORE Values”).

Indirect source:

Greg Scandlen of the Galen Institute said that he had “no idea that positions were so hardened” (qtd. in Ramshaw).

Same author has two articles on your works consulted list:

Sharma, Amol. “Big-Bucks Penalty for Brazen TV.” CQ Weekly 7 Feb. 2012: 389.

Sharma, Amol. “FCC Tightens Regulations.” CQ Weekly 21 Feb. 2012: 322.

According to Sharma, the Super Bowl’s halftime show was the catalyst for the decency bill (“Big Bucks”).
